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1. Overall Description:

In order to detail test definitions and corresponding reference test suite, RAN WG5 discussed the Content Type used in three different kinds of XCAP HTTP requests and responses during RAN5 meeting#66. RFC 4825 section 8.2.2 lists the three kinds of requests as follows:
If the PUT request is for a document (the request URI had no node selector separator), the content of the request body has to be a well-formed XML document.……

If the PUT request is for an element,……. If the MIME type in the Content-Type header field of the request is not equal to "application/xcap-el+xml", the server MUST reject the request with a 415.
If the PUT request is for an attribute, …… . If the MIME type in the Content-Type header field of the request is not equal to "application/xcap-att+xml", the server MUST reject the request with a 415.
However, according to TS 24.623 clause 6.2, the MIME type in the Content-Type Header of supplementary services XML is defined as “MIME type: The MIME type of supplementary services XML documents is: application/vnd.etsi.simservs+xml”. 
This raises the question if RAN5 should use only this one content type for the above three different request types or if it should use “application/vnd.etsi.simservs+xml” for requests for a document, "application/xcap-el+xml" for requests on an element, and "application/xcap-att+xml" for requests on an attribute.
2. Actions:

RAN5 respectfully asks CT1 to clarify whether UE shall use one content type (application/vnd.etsi.simservs+xml) for all types of requests or shall use different content types for different types of requests.
