WIC emergency call
A WIC shall not attempt to establish a session when the WIC can detect that the number dialled is an emergency number.
Note 1:
Emergency calls originated from a WIC are not supported in this version of the specification.
If a WIC receives a response indicating that a UE non detected emergency call has happened and was not supported by the network, the then WIC shall:
1)
render to the user that an attempt for an UE non detected emergency call has happened and was not supported by the network; and
2)
not retry the emergency call via W2 interface.
If Gm based W2 is used, then the response indicating rejection of a request for a UE non detected emergency call is a 380 (Alternative Service) response with contents as specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [3] sub-clause 5.2.10.4 then the WIC shall:
