To be compliant with the procedures in this document, an MCPTT server shall: 
-
support the MCPTT server procedures defined in 3GPP TS 23.179 [x];
-
implement the role of an AS performing 3rd party call control acting as an routeing B2BUA as defined in 3GPP TS 24.229 [x]; and
-
generate SDP offer and SDP answer in accordance with 3GPP TS 24.229 [x] and subclause xxxx of this document.
-
implements the role of a floor control server providing support for centralised floor control for on-network operation.
