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1. Overall Description:

CT1's perspective of the stage 2 is that the provided information over a reference point is an information flow between two endpoints. Therefore

MCPTT-1 information flows represent information that has to flow from MCPTT client to MCPTT server (and in the return direction) that has no relevance to the underlying IMS. SIP-1 and SIP-2 information flows represent information that may be conveyed between the above end points, but is information of relevance to IMS.

The above stage 2 model could be represented by a complete protocol separation (with MCPTT messages carried by SIP messages), by reusing header fields and other information already in the SIP transactions, or by some combination of the two.

The final decision on this is believed to be a CT1 decision, based on requirements from SA6 and SA3. That CT1 decision has not yet been made.
