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1. Introduction
This P-CR removes the editor's note on partner server interfaces for CSC-3 in subclause 6.3.8 of TS 24.381 on " CSC-3 part of MCPTT group affiliation procedure".
Editor's note: it is FFS whether procedures between the Partner's MCPTT Server and the Partner's Group Management Server as in 3GPP TS 23.179 v0.2.0 subclause 10.4.3.2 are the same as between the MCPTT operator's own MCPTT Server and MCPTT operator's own Group Management Server as in 3GPP TS 23.179 v0.2.0 subclause 10.4.2, or whether an additional procedure needs to be defined.

2. Reason for Change
The references above relate to the following message sequence charts in TS 23.179. The parts in question are highlighted in orange:
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Figure 10.4.3.2.2-1: Affiliation for an MCPTT group defined in partner MCPTT system
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Figure 10.4.3.2.2-1: Affiliation for an MCPTT group defined in partner MCPTT system

In the above figures, no requirements have been identified that would indicate that the procedures between the Primary MCPTT server and the Primary GMS would be different to those between the Partner MCPTT server and the Partner GMS:

1)
Partner MCPTT server subscribing to the GMS and notification from the Partner GMS is the same procedure as Primary MCPTT server subscribing to the GMS and notification from the Primary GMS

2)
Partner MCPTT server updating the affiliation status for the group on the Partner GMS is the same procedure as Primary MCPTT server updating the affiliation status for the group on the Primary GMS.
3. Conclusions

No requirements exist for different procedures between the Primary MCPTT Server and Primary GMS, and between the Partner MCPTT Server and Partner MCPTT Server and GMS for the purposes of affiliation.
