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1. Introduction
The RAN rule indications procedure can be treated as a network-initiated IP flow mobility triggerred by the UE. Therefore, the network need to confirm the RAN indication from the UE and initiate a routing rule request as well.

RAN rule indication procedures are not specified yet. Since the RAN rule indication procedures for GERAN or UTRAN, trusted WLAN using MCM and untrusted WLAN may be revised by SA2, editor’s notes are added to reflect the situation in the corresponding subclauses in this pCR.
