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1. Introduction
Define the UE behavior when it receives "re-attach required" from E-UTRAN. 
2. Reason for Change
An editor’s note about the re-attach required indication exists in the current specification. Based on TS 24.301/24.008, for the 3GPP access, the UE shall re-attach to 3GPP when receiving re-attach required from network side. Taking E-UTRAN as an example, there is the following definition in TS 24.301 subclause 5.5.2.3.2:
[bookmark: _Toc438049233]5.5.2.3.2	Network initiated detach procedure completion by the UE
When receiving the DETACH REQUEST message and the detach type indicates "re-attach required", the UE shall deactivate the EPS bearer context(s) including the default EPS bearer context locally without peer-to-peer signalling between the UE and the MME. The UE shall stop the timer T3346, if it is running. The UE shall also stop timer(s) T3396, if it is running. The UE shall send a DETACH ACCEPT message to the network and enter the state EMM-DEREGISTERED. Furthermore, the UE shall, after the completion of the detach procedure, and the release of the existing NAS signalling connection, initiate an attach or combined attach procedure. The UE should also re-establish any previously established PDN connection(s).
In order to avoid the impact on UE implementation in 3GPP side, even though for the NBIFOM scenario, if the UE receives re-attach required from 3GPP side, the UE shall initiate an attach procedure to 3GPP. The UE selection on one access based on implementation specific does not keep alignment with TS 24.301/TS24.008 definition. 
3. Conclusions
Upon receipt of a Detach request with the cause "re-attach required" over the 3GPP access, the UE shall locally release the impacted PDN connection(s) over the WLAN access and reattach to the 3GPP side.
4. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS24.161 v1.0.0.

[bookmark: _Toc436639771]5.5.1.7.1	Handling of the reactivation requested cause
Upon receipt of a DEACTIVATE EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST with the EPS bearer context of a default EPS bearer context and ESM cause #39 "reactivation requested" to release a PDN connection with the cause "reactivation requested" over the 3GPP access or upon receipt of a Detach request with the cause "reattach required" over the 3GPP access as described in 3GPP TS 24.301 [4], if the corresponding PDN connection(s) is established on 3GPP both accesses and WLAN access, the UE shall follow the procedures as specified in 3GPP TS 24.301 [4] to complete the EPS bearer context deactivation, and then the UE shall initiate the release of the corresponding impacted PDN connection(s) over the WLAN access., The UE should then re-establish the PDN connection(s) at least over one access with the choice of the access being implementation specific.
Editor’s note: When the UE is mandated to detach with "reattach required" whether the UE is always mandated to release PDN connection(s) in order to progress the reattach is FFS.
Upon receipt of a DETACH REQUEST message with the detach type "re-attach required" over 3GPP access as described in 3GPP TS 24.301 [4], if the PDN connection(s) is established on 3GPP access and WLAN access, the UE shall also initiate the release of the corresponding PDN connection over the WLAN access. The UE shall then re-attach through E-UTRAN access using procedures specified in 3GPP TS 24.301 [4] and should re-establish any previously established PDN connection(s) in the 3GPP access.
NOTE 1:	When the detach type indicates "re-attach required", user interaction is necessary in some cases when the UE cannot re-activate the EPS bearer(s) automatically.
Editor’s note: The procedure for the release of the connection on the WLAN side is FFS.
