The UE determines that the TWAN link is not usable when it detects loss of TWAN coverage, or TWAN radio quality preventing the usage of this access based on UE implementation mechanism.

The UE determines that the untrusted WLAN link is not usable when it detects loss of untrusted WLAN coverage, or untrusted WLAN radio quality preventing the usage of this access based on UE implementation mechanism.

Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].
3GPP access is unusable: the UE detects loss of 3GPP coverage; or the UE detects 3GPP radio quality preventing the usage of 3GPP access based on a UE implementation specific mechanism.

3GPP access is usable: 3GPP access is not unusable.

WLAN is unusable: the UE detects loss of WLAN coverage, or the UE detects WLAN radio quality preventing the usage of the WLAN access based on a UE implementation specific mechanism.

WLAN is usable: WLAN is not unusable.
