CT1 thanks RAN3 for their LS on error scenarios during CSFB and would like to provide an answer to the question posed by RAN3 indicated below:

RAN3 would like to ask whether a lower layer failure at the UE side, according to the term in TS 24.301, occurs when radio link failure happens, so that the UE directly selects to a GERAN/UTRAN cell.

Answer from CT1:

The definition of lower layer failure in TS 24.301 is:

Lower layer failure: A failure reported by the AS to the NAS that cannot be corrected on AS level. When the AS indicates a lower layer failure to NAS, the NAS signalling connection is not available.
NAS is unable to detect a radio link failure. However, when NAS is informed by the lower layers that a failure has occurred that cannot be corrected at the lower layers, NAS will treat this as a "lower layer failure" and, in the case that the service request was initiated for CS fallback, shall attempt to select GERAN or UTRAN radio access technology.
