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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks GSMA RiLTE for their LS on SIP deregistration in GERAN and UTRAN (no VOPSSI). 
SA2 discussed the issue and recollected that this had been discussed previously between SA2 and CT1 during Release 8 (see attached LS). 

At that time, SA2 concluded:

· that TS 23.228 already allows the UE to perform re-registration at any time and to update the information about the capabilities of the access network while doing so;

· that TS 23.228 does not mandate the UE to perform re-registration when the capabilities of the access network change (which is the case when moving out of E UTRAN coverage and into either GERAN coverage or UTRAN coverage);

· not to modify the existing stage 2 text, due to the issues highlighted by CT1 (e.g. battery consumption and excessive signalling due to re-registrations), and to foreseen negative impacts on ISR.
This decision motivated the specification of a network-based solution for T-ADS (Terminating Access Domain Selection).

SA2 considered the comments provided by CT1 on the LS from GSMA RiLTE (see attached LS), which are in line with the conclusions made during Release 8, and decided to stick with the above-mentioned decision not to modify the existing stage 2 text.
