2. CP-190137 agreed WID on CT aspects on Enablers for Network Automation for 5G into CP-190194 to include the new TS number and change the acronym to eNA.  CP-190194 was approved.

3. All the CT3 endorsed WIDs were approved after minor revisions, mainly to update the WI acronyms and include new TS numbers. 

4. Our new CT3 TS on eNA WI got a TS number: Application Function Event Exposure Service -> TS 29.517

5. MCC will update CR coversheet to include a history box, “CR Revision history”, with the purpose to keep the “Reason for Change” box focused on its real scope.

6. Forge tool (CP-190151) already presented in CT3-CT4 last meeting was discussed.  As outcome of the discussion, CT suggests that all CTx/SAx WGs are encouraged to use this tool during a trial period of 6 months to get experience and based on the outcome the related process and workflow can be defined. 

7. CT agrees that stage 3 functional freeze for Release 16 is postponed by three months (i.e. March 2020).

8. The LS to SA CP-190217 was approved to indicate that CT WGs shall avoid agreeing non-FASMO CRs Rel-15 as far possible and shall avoid agreeing non-backwards compatible Rel-15 CRs unless they are essential and there is no backwards compatible solution possible. SAx WGs are asked. to take note of the fact that new late introduced requirements to 5GS Phase1 work may not be considered in the frozen release by CT WGs if the introduced functionality is not backwards compatible.
9. Contribution on “Update of procedures relating to the storage of OpenAPI specification documents”, CP-190173, was presented and endorsed by CT. The received comments to be considered as part of the SA discussions.

10. At some time in 2019, Saurav Arora (after supporting CT3 for four years) will move to a different department in the ETSI Secretariat.
To replace Saurav, MCC anticipates the arrival of the first secondee from CCSA.
11. A new TS/TR skeleton will be available after the TSG meeting this week that should be used for new TS/TRs.

12. CT endorses MCC proposal so that all WIDs relating to all the necessary parts of a feature have the same acronym.

13. Lionel Morand was elected as CT Chair. Georg Mayer was thanked for his great job as previous CT Chair and for all his CT-leader career.
