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1. Overall Description:

CT3 thanks SA4 for the LS on “Group Message Delivery”.

CT3 concurs with SA4 for the following conclusion mentioned in S4-191002. 

Note, that an MBMS broadcast bearer cannot address specific UEs in a group, it can only broadcast in a Service Area and the UEs, which are inside that Service Area, can receive the content. 

CT3 understands that there is also a need to send the message to some UEs in a Service Area (e.g. UEs belonging to a specific group), and CT3 wonders if there is any mechanism that can be used to achieve that. For instance, CT3 observed that SA4 has defined application level mechanism which can provide the filtering to the UE, see TS 26.346, clause 5.2.2.8:
The Filter Description metadata fragment contains filter data to enable selective/targeted UE reception of MBMS User Services or contents.  When present in the USD, as indicated by the reference from the Schedule Description, it supports mechanisms to filter services/contents for intended ("positive") reception, as previously described in sub-clause 5.2.2.7.  The intended usage of the filter data is defined by the way in which the Filter Description is referenced by the Schedule Description.  As an example, each session of a DASH-encoded streaming service sent via the MBMS download delivery method may be associated with a unique filtering criterion, to enable targeted reception by specific UEs of data carried in that session.
Further in TS 26.346 clause 11.2B, Filter Description fragment includes not only the Location Filter, but also the Group Filter. 
Question: CT3 assumes such group filter may be useful when the BM-SC is performing the service announcement to the UE so that the UE can know which group it belongs to, and only UEs within the group in a Service Area will be able to receive the message. Could SA4 group confirm whether this assumption is valid?
