1. Overall Description:

MBMS Session Duration attribute is assigned by BM-SC and is sent across Gmb, Gi, Gn, Iu and Gb interfaces. 

· 3GPP TS 29.061 defines the MBMS Session Duration attribute as a 32 bit unsigned integer containing a value in seconds. 3GPP TS 29.061 does not put any restriction on the value range. 

· 3GPP TS 29.060 defines the MBMS Session Duration IE as a transparent contained, which is 4 octets long.
· 3GPP TS 25.413 defines the MBMS Session Duration as a 3 octets long parameter that has a specific coding. 
· 3GPP TS 44.060 defines the MBMS Session Duration as a 1 octets long parameter that has a specific coding, which is different from RANAP spec encoding.
CT4 has conditionally agreed CR0647-TS29.060 (C4-070158) and CR0648-TS29.060 (C4-070159) pending CT3 decision on the matter.

- This change is minimum and basically consists of transporting transparently 3 bytes instead of 4 as it is now, as received from the BM-SC over Gmb
CT3 has discussed the necessaries changes over Gmb interface that include:
1- Changing the MBMS-session-duration from unsigned32 (4 bytes) to 3bytes

2- Changing the coding from 1 second granularity, to the coding of TS 25.413 section 9.2.3.40
2. Actions:

To RAN3, GERAN2: CT3 kindly request confirmation that proceeding with the changes 1 and 2 explained above about the length of the AVP and the coding will not have any impacts in their specification, and that they can cope with it. 

Otherwise, CT3 will not proceed to make the change, as this change is only intended to suit better RAN and GERAN needs.
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
