	As enhancements against Release 7 PCC architecture, e.g. roaming support by S9 interface, off-path PCC architecture, one of some essential enhancements added in Release 8 PCC is DRA (Diameter Routing Agent) (see 3GPP TS 23.203 v8.0.0[1]). The logical function DRA is introduced into PCC architecture for PCRF selection and addressing. It is proposed to add a new subclause as a placeholder for this functional element into 3GPP TS 29.804. And there is a companion document (C3-080061) to discuss some protocol level details of the DRA.

DRA
The DRA (Diameter Routing Agent) is a functional element that ensure that all Diameter sessions for S7, S9, S7a/c and Rx+ for a certain IP-CAN session reach the same PCRF when multiple and separately addressable PCRFs have been deployed in a Diameter realm. The DRA is not required in a network that deploys a single PCRF per Diameter realm.
The DRA includes a Diameter redirect agent to provide the selected PCRF to the requesting function (e.g. S-GW, P-GW or AF). The DRA also keeps status of assigned PCRF for a certain UE and IP-CAN session.
