	The terminal may be allowed to connect to the same APN several times (i.e. having multiple IP-CAN sessions) in parallell.

Before Rel-8 this poses no problem, since each IP-CAN session is handled separately with one single Gx session.
With the introduction of S7x (S7a and S7c), the PCRF has the task of coordinating the S7 and S7x actions for the same IP-CAN sessions. The UE identity, the PDN-GW identity and APN are all attributes of the IP-CAN session, but having more than one IP-CAN session to the same APN in the same PDN-GW makes the set of attributes insufficient.

Procedures
5.2.1
General
The UE may gain access to the same APN more than once. I.e. the same UE may have several IP-CAN sessions to the same APN active in parallel. The attributes UE identity, PDN-GW identity and APN of an IP-CAN session do not suffice for the unique identification of the IP-CAN session. This is however required for the PCRF to coordinate PCC control over the Gx and S7x reference points.

The PCEF should generate an IP-CAN session identifier, which is unique within the PCEF for that terminal, for the IP-CAN session. The IP-CAN session identifier shall be reported to the PCRF together with the other attributes of the IP-CAN session. This is required for the IP-CAN session to have a representation that can be communicated over S7x.
