3GPP Evaluation
A new application Id is required when the logic of the application will very likely reside in a different server. There are certain aspects in the protocol that indicate that this is the case, although it is also possible to imagine two different applications (different logic) with identical protocol implementation and very different protocol implementations that would make sense to handle with the same logic. It is recommended to follow the IETF guidelines as such, that is as “guidelines” and leave the decision to reuse an existing application or create a new one to the application design team. 

Proposal 1 shows some cases where new Application Id might be desirable and just put the requirement to change the Application Id whenever new commands are needed.

Proposal 2 is stricter and additionally requires a change of application whenever any change is made that implies anything with the M-bit set.

Then proposal 1 is preferred and is left to the application design team to evaluate the need of defining new Application Id or creating alternative means to avoid interoperability problems when these changes are performed across 3GPP Releases.
