IMS registration procedures and interworking
5.2.1
General

Upon successful completion of the location updating procedure as specified in 3GPP TS 24.008 [a], the MSC Server may determine whether to perform initial IMS registration on behalf of the UE.

If the MSC Server supports the ICS flag in the subscriber data and the ICS flag is received from the HSS, the MSC Server shall analyse the value of the flag.

If the flag is set to true, the MSC Server shall attempt initial IMS registration as described in subclause 5.2.3.
-
If the flag is set to false, the MSC Server shall not attempt initial IMS registration.

Editor’s Note: The ICS flag is provisional pending approval at the next CT plenary.

If the MSC Server does not support the ICS flag or supports the ICS flag but does not receive it in subscriber data from the HSS, the MSC Server may perform pre-screening procedures to determine whether or not to attempt initial IMS registration on behalf of this UE.
NOTE: Pre-screening procedures are operator specific and are outside the scope of this specification.
