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Introduction

In Rel-8 there are a number of new scenarios to be considered in PCC including new functional elements and procedures. There is also a new common element, called DRA, which should be used by all the functional elements.

There is a need to check the 3GPP TS 29.213 skeleton in order to decide how the issues above are better organized and get the specification ready in the agreed way to contribute on it.

Discussion

Regarding the organization of the TS for Rel-8, so far we have the following main clauses:

4. Signaling Flows over Rx and Gx

5. Binding Mechanism

6. QoS Parameters Mapping

The last two clauses are totally applicable to this release. 

Regarding the first one, a small name change to include S9 and Gxx would suffice. Then the internal structure of clause 4 should also include the interactions over the S9 interface. The inclusion of S9 signaling flows is not expected to be very complicate since stage 2 specification (TS 23.203) is following the same scheme as they used  in Rel-7, that was what stage 3 based the clauses on. Same applies for the Gxx interactions.

There is a new issue that we need to cover in this TS for Rel-8: PCRF addressing. The DRA is a new element that can be used for all, BBERF, V-PCRF, PCEF, AF to find the right PCRF within a Diameter realm. Since this is a common element to be used by all of the functional elements, it seems appropriate that its description and corresponding procedures are located in a TS that is dealing with PCC aspects common to all the functional element such as TS-29.213. Having a new clause (clause 7) could very well suit this need.

Conclusion

It is proposed to re-name clause 4 to also accommodate signaling flows related with Gxx and S9. The new proposed name is “Signaling Flows over Rx, Gx, Gxx and S9”

It is proposed to include the DRA and corresponding procedures in the 3GPP TS 29.213 using a new clause (clause 7).
