General

The general description for the DHCP refers to the clause 13.1 of TS 29.061.
For the EPS, 

· The Serving GW functions as DHCPv4 relay agent and DHCPv6 relay agent if PMIP-based S5 or S8 is used;
· The PDN GW functions as DHCPv4 server and client and DHCPv6 client, relay and server.
The UE may obtain the IPv4/IPv6 address after the default bearer setup by executing IETF procedures. That is, the EPS network does not provide the IPv4/IPv6 address for the UE as part of the default bearer activation procedures. After the default bearer establishment procedure is completed, the UE uses the connectivity with the EPS and initiates the IPv4/IPv6 address allocation on its own using DHCPv4/DHCPv6. 
In the following cases the corresponding EPS bearer shall be released:
· if the DHCP lease expires;

· if the DHCP renewal is rejected by the DHCP server;

If the IP address is changed during the renewal process. Usually when the lease is renewed, the IP address remains unchanged. However, if for any reason (e.g. poor configuration of the DHCP server), a different IP address is allocated during the lease renewal process, the bearer shall be released in this condition.
