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The following information was distributed on the CT3 mailing list   9th December 2008:

1. All our TSs were approved.

2. All our revised WIDs were approved.

3. All our 8 exception sheets were approved.

4. Out of 138 CRs, all were approved unchanged with the following exceptions:

C3-082462 CR to 29.212 Rel-7 Time Zone for Time of Day
Since this is for frozen Rel-7, it was changed from Category B --> F,  and the  new Editor's Note was changed into a normal NOTE, slightly reworded. Approved verson in CP-080952.

C3-082463 CR to 29.212 Rel-8 Time Zone for Time of Day
Change from Category A --> F. Approved version in CP-080960.

C3-082388 CR to 29.061 Rel-8 Editorial Corrections for SGi
Summary of change on the cover sheet was "enriched" (thanks Andreu). Approved version in CP-080955.

5. For MESSIW (TS 29.311) we may receive more feedback from CT1 at the next meeting. Ref. our outgoing LS in C3-082452.

6. Rel-7 was assumed to be frozen, with a total of 49 exceptions.

7. According to the CT chairman's SAE update, the following changes in workload (#tdocs) was seen this year compared to 2007:

· CT1:  70% rise

· CT3: 120% rise

· CT4: 91% rise

· CT6: 45% drop

The CT1 chairman expressed his thanks to the WGs for the hard work during 2008. 

It was commented that the impact had been particularly big on CT3; and the way we have handled this challenge was appreciated by the plenary.

8. All exceptions have to be completed before the March plenary. Since we have only one CT3 meeting before then, careful planning is needed. Quote from the draft CT meeting report:

· WGs are requested to continue their already existing efficient working methods between the meetings (correspondence, telcos, open items lists and sharing of contribution responsibility)

· All delegations are requested to indicate their intended areas of contribution much earlier than the tdoc request deadline and to distribute their documents also much earlier. An extra pre-review document deadline well ahead of the meeting might help.
· Feb 2009 CT WG meetings may still meet inconsistency or missing requirements in the specifications outside CT. In such case they are encouraged to take a working assumption or working agreement, based on the most likely outcome, possibly after informal correspondence via mailing list.
The third bullet is important since there is no time for further LS exchanges before March. We should discuss the deadline(s) for our February meeting.

9. It is still open whether CT3 needs the extra meetings in June and October. My guess is that there will be a significant amount of corrective Rel-7 CRs for 1-2 meetings after March. Please note that stage 2 for Rel-9 is supposed to freeze in June. Rel-9 is supposed to be a "short" release, i.e. the CT WGs may expect some pressure during the 2nd half of 2009.
