If the V-PCRF receives preliminary service information from the V-AF, the V-PCRF shall forward the AAR to the H-PCRF with the Service-Info-Status AVP set to PRELIMINARY SERVICE INFORMATION. 
Upon receipt of such preliminary service information, the V-PCRF shall check if this information is acceptable or not as specified in TS 29.214 [5].
If the V-PCRF cannot accept the preliminary service information from the V-AF, it shall specify the service information it can accept before it forwards the AAR message to the H-PCRF with the Service-Info-Status AVP set to PRELIMINARY SERVICE INFORMATION and the acceptable bandwidth within the Media-Component-Description AVP. After receiving the AAR, the H-PCRF shall process the received Service Information according to the operator policy and may decide whether the request is accepted or not. The H-PCRF shall not authorise a bandwidth which exceeds the bandwidth received from the V-PCRF. The H-PCRF responds to the AAR request from the V-PCRF in the same way as specified in TS 29.214 [5].
