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1. Introduction
The QoSS_SSL stage 2 work in SA2 was finalized at SA2#84 meeting, and related CRs against TS 23.203 were approved. 
According to the SA wide WID (SP-110086), SA5 has been addressed to specify the relevant stage2 requirements for charging and necessary modifications for the OCS architecture. Furthermore SA5 has also been given the responsibility to specify the stage 3 work for Sy protocol in TS 32.294.

Due to the obvious stage 3 impacts of this work to CT3 specifications, there has been some confusion among companies about the work and responsibility split between SA5 and CT3.
The intention of this discussion paper is to clarify the work split between SA5 and CT3 and moving forward with the proposed CT3 work item (in C3-111037) in order to progress the relevant stage3 work for QoS Control Based on Subscriber Spending Limits.
.
2. Discussion
Based on the approved SA2 CRs, the stage3 work is expected to mainly include Sy protocol definition and PCC related procedures. 

According to the SA WI (SP-110086), SA5 is the responsible WG to specify the Sy protocol in TS 32.294. 
Since the creation of the SA WI, the open issues in SA5 has been discussed and resolved. Furthermore  based on the latest progress in  SA2, a proposed skeleton of TS 32.294 will be discussed and expected to be approved at the coming SA5#77 May meeting. 
SA WG5 Stage 2 objectives:

· Provide stage 2 specification for the requirements identified in TS 22.115.

· SA5 TS 32.240 for charging document umbrella
· SA5 TS 32.296 for the modification of the OCS architecture and descriptions

Stage 3 objectives:

· Provide stage 3 specification to fulfil the requirement and architecture implementation
· SA5 TS 32.29x for protocol specification 

In order to progress the PCC related parts, a CT3 work item has been submitted to CT3#63 (CT3-111037) to address the following objectives:

· Define the Sy reference in the architecture in TS 29.212, TS 29.213, TS 29.214 

· Update the PCRF functionality to include Sy related procedure (e.g. policy decision basing on the Sy input);
· Describe the Sy related interactions with the PCRF procedures in TS 29.213 

As the PCC procedure definition work in CT3 will be highly dependent on the progress of the protocol definition of Sy reference point in SA5 and also to avoid any overlap, it is strongly recommended that SA5 to keep CT3 informed about the progress of the work. Consequently a close coordination of the work will be necessary among both WGs.
3. Conclusion

Based on the evaluation above, it is proposed that the stage 3 work on QoS Control Based on Subscriber Spending Limits, SA5 to continue as the responsible WG to work on definition of Sy protocol and CT3 to be responsible WG for specification of all PCC related procedures. Huawei has submitted a work item proposal in CT3-111037 to CT3#63 in order to cover the CT3 impacts.
