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The following summary was sent to the CT3 mailing list immediately after the CT#57 plenary:

Please find some notes from the plenary CT#57, relevant to CT3, below.

· The new TS 29.368 on the MTC Tsp interface was approved.

· The new WID on "Enhanced T.38 Fax support" was approved after the text on VBDoIP had been removed, please see CP-120673. Similar change was also made on the Exception Sheet, please see CP-120674. As a consequence, the completion estimate in the Work Plan was increased from 70% to 90%.

· The new WID on "Interworking between a PLMN with WLAN to access the EPC and a PDN" was approved without any changes.

· The new, generic title of TS 29.212 was approved after the "." in the title had been replaced by ";". The related CRs to update the reference lists were revised to be dependent only upon the 29.212 CR. Approved CT3 CRs in CP-120655. Approved CT1/CT4 CRs in CP-120656. Corresponding SA2/SA5 CRs are up for approval by SA.

· Our CR om IMS Overload Control was conditionally approved. It is dependent on the move of this feature to Rel-11 by the SA plenary. Based on input from the WI rapporteur, the completion estimate for the CT3 part was increased from 60% to 75% in the Work Plan.

· The CR pack on NWK-PL2IMS-CT was approved after it was revised due to a typo in the WI acronym. Approved as CP-120646.

· All other CT3 CRs were approved without any changes. (Some of the CRs are dependent on TS 23.203 CRs that are up for approval by the SA plenary).

· A reply LS to SA related to the input from the GSMA Application Network Efficiency Task Force "White Paper and Actions" was created as a consolidated input from CT1, CT3 and CT4. Please see CP-120668.

· The CT Chairman thanked the CT WGs for their hard work with good quality towards the freezing of Rel-11.
