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1. Overall Description:

CT3 is in process of updating PCC Rules with application identifier and its related requirements. During the discussion, questions were raised on the issues of bearer binding for PCC rules with application identifier, CT3 has the following questions which need the stage 2 guidance to proceed the current work:
a) Is the uplink bearer binding of PCC rule with application identifier only applicable to the default bearer, or can also be applied to the dedicated bearer?
b) If the uplink bearer binding is also applicable to the dedicated bearer, how to perform the uplink bearer binding verification procedure to guarantee that the uplink application traffic flows are transported in the correct IP-CAN bearer in case of the SDF filters cannot be deduced from the traffic flow?
c) How does the PCC rule with application identifier be bound to multiple bearers which have different QCI/ARP pairs? 
d) If this PCC rule with GBR is bound to an existing bearer, how does the PCEF initiate the bearer modification in case the service data flow filters cannot be deduced?
