In this architecture the PCRF looks like an application server from AF point of view. One of the transport solutions, which are described in section 7.1 may be used to exchange complex information between the AF and the PCRF. The Rx related content may be presented by one of the application level protocols described in section 7.2. 

PCRF and AF are connected to each other without any interworking entity. PCRF internal functions relay the Rx related content to the PCRF backend functionality.
