General

The syntax of the II-NNI-Scenario header field is described as follows:

ii-nni-value = "visited-home-roaming" / "home-visited-roaming" / "home-visited-loopback" / "home-as-to-visited-mrb" / genvalue

NOTE 1:
The syntax above have to be updated so that a procedure for reserving II-NNI traversal scenario type indication values with IANA can be used. The values above is only included here as examples used in the subclause 7.3.2.2.2.
NOTE 2:
If the "new SIP header field" solution is selected, the final set of values will be decided during the development of the 3GPP stage 3 technical specifications in cooperation with IETF.

The II-NNI-Scenario header field parameter with an appropriate II-NNI traversal scenario type value is included by the node in the beginning of an II-NNI traversal scenario when sending a dialog creating SIP request or a stand-alone SIP request.

This solution requires a new IETF RFC.
