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1. Introduction
This document intends to discuss the necessity of descriptions of considerations when advanced IP interconnection of services (IPXS) is provided by a transit network between two IMS networks in TS 29.165.

2. Issue
· Unclear signalling impact on the II-NNI between the home IMS network and the transit network providing IPXS
There are basically two types of SIP-aware transit networks: one is to only forward SIP/SDP message and/or media to the destination network, another is to provide the supplementary services by ASs like IPXS. Besides, the interface between the originating home network and terminating home network is defined as non-roaming II-NNI whether any transit network exist between home IMS networks or not.
But it is questionable whether the signalling impact on the following interfaces are perfectly-equal.

The interface between originating home network and terminating home network

-
The interface between originating home network and terminating home network contains an intermediate transit network providing IPXS
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This is because the transit network providing IPXS may terminate dialogs or provide supplementary services. Some operators may require inter-operator agreements in this case (at least the involved operators need to decide what supplementary services). Nevertheless there is no description about signalling impact for the II-NNI between the home IMS network and the transit network providing IPXS, in TS 29.165.  
3. Conclusion
We would like to discuss signalling impact on the II-NNI between the home IMS network and the transit network providing IPXS, and whether more specific guidance are required in TS 29.165.
If more specific guidance are required, what would be the best way to do?
