The GCS AS initiates the MBMS bearer deactivate procedure to request the deallocation of resources for an MBMS bearer when it determines that the MBMS bearer is no longer needed.

When the GCS AS determines that an MBMS bearer is no longer needed it sends a Diameter GAR command with the MBMS‑Bearer‑Request AVP to the BM‑SC to deactivate the MBMS bearer. The MBMS‑Bearer‑Request AVP includes the MBMS‑StartStop‑Indication AVP set to "STOP", the TMGI AVP and the MBMS‑Flow‑Identifier AVP representing the MBMS bearer to be deactivated.
2.
The BM-SC takes actions to stop the broadcast to the MBMS bearer and to deallocate MBMS resources used for the MBMS bearer using the Session Stop procedure defined in TS 23.246 [3].
3.
The BM-SC sends a Diameter GAA command with MBMS‑Bearer‑Response AVP to the GCS AS, including the TMGI AVP, and the MBMS‑Flow‑Identifier AVP. The Diameter session ends after the GAA command.
