This sub-clause describes the signalling flow for the notification of traffic plane events through PC.
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Figure A.x.1: Notification of Traffic Plane Events
1. The PCRF detects the occurrence of the traffic plane events.
2. When the traffic plane events occur, the PCRF notifies the corresponding events to the PC via a Diameter RAR command as specified in 3GPP TS 29.214 [4].
3. The PC converts the Diameter RAR command to HTTP PUT to indicate the traffic plane events including the parameters defined in sub-clause 4.5.x.
4. The AF sends the HTTP 200 OK to the PC including the parameters defined in sub-clause 4.5.x.

5. The PC converts the HTTP 200 OK to Diameter RAA command and sends the Diameter RAA command to the PCRF as specified in 3GPP TS 29.214 [4].
