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1. Introduction
Many specifications have already been transferred from ETSI TISPAN and follow up organisations to 3GPP CT working groups (and others), most recently several business trunking specifications. However, both the SIP-DSS1 interworking and the IMS based PSTN/ISDN Emulation are still described in ETSI TS 183 036 [1] and ETSI TS 183 043 [2], respectively and accounted for by ETSI.

2. Proposal
As the most recent versions of these to specifications come from 2012 and 2011, respectively and as all the IMS protocol knowledge (SIP, H.248) in general is concentrated in 3GPP working groups and the interworking knowledge in particular is concentrated in 3GPP working group CT3, it is proposed to transfer the two protocol specifications TS 183 036 [1] and TS 183 043 [2] from ETSI to 3GPP CT3 working group for easier and better maintenance purposes.

3. Discussion
Delegates are requested to share their opinions on the above topic.

A further question is whether the Stage 2 document ETSI TS 182 012 [3] for TS 183 043 [2] shall also be transferred to 3GPP or let it remain in the responsibility of ETSI.
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
