The Sponsoring-Action AVP (AVP code 542) is of type Enumerated, and contains the indication whether to enable or disable/not enable sponsored data connectivity.

The following values are defined:

DISABLE_SPONSORING (0)


Disable sponsored data connectivity or not enable sponsored data connectivity

ENABLE_SPONSORING (1)


Enable sponsored data connectivity.
NOTE:
The use of value DISABLE_SPONSORING (0) to "not enable" sponsored data connectivity is used at initial provisioning of session information to provide sponsor information but not enable it at that point in time and to "disable" sponsored data connectivity is used at modification of session information when disabling sponsored data connectivity previously enabled.
