For Rel-15, 3GPP SA plenary approved Enhanced Calling Name Service in TS 22.173, IP Multimedia Core Network Subsystem (IMS), Multimedia Telephony Service and supplementary services.

Hence, the 3GPP CT WGs need to realize the normative work for core network aspects to complete the stage 3 work in Rel-15 based on requirements defined by SA1.

Objective

The objective is to standardize the Enhanced Calling Name Service, and add protocol aspects for PLMNs to support the delivery of the service data to the UE on IMS voice communications. The objective will cover the following.

Define the eCNAM service in a new TS;

Describe interactions with IMS supplementary services; 
- 
Identify SIP mechanisms to transfer the calling name in human-readable format to the terminating UE;

Identify SIP mechanisms to transfer additional data about the caller in human-readable format to the terminating UE;

Specify support of eCNAM data delivery over inter-IMS Network to Network interface (II-NNI), as defined by SIP mechanisms; and
- 
Define new capabilities in 24.229 to inform the UE to expect and trust eCNAM data, if necessary.
