Introduction

The P-CSCF shall include the media-level  SDP attribute within the "Codec-Data" AVP when available. The PCRF could be configured with a group of rating groups and/or service IDs for one service (e.g. IMS Communication Service) based on the IMS Communication Service Identifieri within the AF-Application-Identifier AVP and the media-level  SDP attribute within the "Codec-Data" AVP. The PCRF could supply different rating group or service ID depending on the configuration. Thus, when receiving PCC rules, the PCEF will generate different containers or split CDRs for different flows. And the operator could measure the volume for different calls.
