Scope


The present document 
specifies detailed flows of Policy and Charging Control (PCC) over service-based interface Naf, Npcf, Nsmf, Namf, Nudr, Nnef, Psy and Nnwdaf and their relationship with the bearer level signalling flows over the interfaces N1, N2 and N4 in 5G system.

The calls flows depicted in this Technical Specification represent usual cases, i.e. not all situations are covered. Detailed information provided in 3GPP TS 29.507 [a], 3GPP TS 29.508 [b], 3GPP TS 29.512 [c], 3GPP TS 29.514 [d] , 3GPP TS 29.520 [e] and 3GPP TS 29.519 [f] shall be taken into consideration.
