Service Description

4.1.1
Overview

The Data Management service performs provisioning, update and removal of session related policy data by the Unified Data Repository (UDR) to the NF Service consumer (PCF). The Data Management service can be used for charging control, policy control and traffic steering control.
4.1.2
Service Architecture

The Data Management Service is provided by the UDR to the PCF consumer and shown in the SBI representation model in Figure 4.1.2-1. The overall Data Management related 5G architecture is depicted in 3GPP TS 29.504 [x].
The only known NF Service Consumer is the PCF.
