Feature negotiation


To negotiate features for a particular CAPIF core function API, the functional entity invoking a API (i.e. API invoker, API exposing function, API publishing function or API management function) shall include the set of supported features for the particular API in the HTTP request. The functional entity invoking the API:

-
shall include a feature within the 3gpp-Required-Features header, if the feature is required in context of the API; and

-
shall include a feature within the 3gpp-Optional-Features header, if the feature is optional in context of the API.

In the HTTP response for the received HTTP request, the CAPIF core function shall include the set of supported features common with the functional entity invoking the API, within the 3gpp-Accepted-Features header.

If the CAPIF core function does not support any of the required features present in the 3gpp-Required-Features header of the received HTTP request, the CAPIF core function shall reject the HTTP request with an HTTP 412 Precondition Failed status code and shall include the set of supported features common with the received HTTP request, within the 3gpp-Accepted-Features header.

If any of the features required by the CAPIF core function is not present in the 3gpp-Required-Features header of the received HTTP request, the CAPIF core function shall reject the HTTP request with an HTTP 412 Precondition Failed status code and shall include the set of supported features common with the received HTTP request, within the 3gpp-Accepted-Features header and the required features within the 3gpp-Required-Features header.

Once the CAPIF core function and the functional entity invoking the API have successfully negotiated the supported features for an API, the negotiated features shall be applicable for all the resources related to the corresponding message exchange and any associated notifications.

Features not mentioned in the 3gpp-Required-Features header shall not be used for the resources related to the corresponding message exchange and any associated notifications.
For notifications using a separate HTTP connection, separate supported feature negotiation shall not be performed. The features that have been negotiated within the "main" HTTP connection shall apply.
