UE Context Termination

5.1.3.1
UE Context Termination initiated by the AMF
This procedure is performed when the UE deregisters from the network or when the old AMF removes the UE context during AMF relocation.
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Figure 5.1.3.1-1 AMF-initiated UE Context Termination procedure

This procedure concerns both roaming and non-roaming scenarios.

In the non-roaming case, the V-PCF is not involved and the role of the H-PCF is performed by the PCF. For the roaming scenarios, the V‑PCF interacts with the AMF. The V‑PCF contacts the H-PCF to request removing UE context if it has contacted the H-PCF in UE Context Establishment procedure.
1.
The AMF sends the Npcf_AMPolicyControl_Delete service operation to delete the policy context in the (V-)PCF. The request operation includes SUPI.
2.
The AMF removes the UE context for this UE, including the Access and Mobility Control Policy related to the UE. The AMF deletes the subscription to AMF detected events requested for the UE context.
3.
The (V-)PCF removes the policy context for the UE and replies to the AMF with an Acknowledgement of the Npcf_AMPolicyControl_Delete service operation including success or failure. The V-PCF may interact with the H-PCF. 

4.
The (H-)PCF unsubscribe the notification of subscriber policy data modification from the UDR by invoking Nudr_DataRepository_Unsubscribe service operation if it has subscribed such notification. The request includes Subscription Correlation Id.
The UDR acknowledges to the PCF with the result (success/failure) of the Nudr_DataRepository_Unsubscribe service operation.

5.1.3.2
UE Context Termination initiated by the PCF

This procedure is performed when the UDR notifies the PCF that the policy profile is removed.
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Figure 5.1.3.2-1 PCF-initiated UE Context Termination procedure

This procedure concerns both roaming and non-roaming scenarios.

In the non-roaming case, the V-PCF is not involved and the role of the H-PCF is performed by the PCF. For the roaming scenarios, the H-PCF interacts with the V-PCF to request removing UE context.

1.
The subscriber policy control data is removed from the UDR.

2.
The UDR sends the Nudr_DataRepository_Notify service operation to notify the PCF that the policy profile is removed if PCF has subscribed such notification. The serivce request includes the SUPI, the Notification Correlation ID, the Data Set Identifier, the Data Subset Identifier and the Updated Data including empty "Policy Data" or empty "UE context policy control".

3.
The PCF sends the response to the Nudr_DataRepository_Notify service operation.
4.
The PCF may, depending on operator policies, send the Npcf_AMPolicyControl_UpdateNotify service operation to the AMF of the removal of the Access and Mobility control policy control information. The request operation provides SUPI and the indication of UE context termination.
Alternatively, the PCF may decide to maintain the Policy Association if a default profile is applied, and then step 4 through 6 are not executed.
5.
The AMF acknowledges to the PCF with the result (success/failure) of the Npcf_AMPolicyControl_UpdateNotify service operation.
6.
Step 1 through step 3 as specified in Figure 5.1.3.1-1 are executed.
