Overview

The Nchf_SpendingLimitControl service, as defined in 3GPP TS23.502 [3] and 3GPP TS23.503 [6], is provided by the Charging Function (CHF).
The Nchf_SpendingLimitControl service enables the NF consumer to retrieve policy counter status information per UE from the CHF by subscribing to spending limit reporting (i.e. notifications of policy counter status changes).
If the spending limit reporting is no more required the Nchf_SpendingLimitControl service enables the NF consumer to unsubscribe from the reporting.
