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1. Overall Description:

CT4 thanks TISPAN WG3 for their LS regarding H.248 profiles specified within the two groups. 

CT4 has updated the profile within TS 29.332 (Mn interface) in release 6 with changes to align the profile with the H.248.1 v3 template that has now been finalised by ITU-T, resulting in the layout of the profile within the document being better aligned with the TISPAN profile format. 

In the 3GPP release 7 version of the specification, CT4 has taken into account the majority of issues from the TISPAN TMGW profile (included in the LS sent to CT4), and have included notes against the parameters that having differences for TISPAN NGN R1 applications compared with the Mn interface. 3GPP hope that TISPAN will use this version for their further TMGW work in order to further align the profile development work. Please note there are some differences between the TMGW profile base and the latest H.248.1 v3 profile to which 29.332 is now aligned. 

CT4 did not complete the work for Rel7 for all the package usage tables in section 14. It is intended to complete this at out next meeting. 

The two CRs agreed at CT4 #28 for the Rel6 and Rel7 changes are attached.  Once these CR’s have been approved at plenary, they will be incorporated in the new versions of 3GPP TS 29.332 which will be available through the 3GPP website.  Further alignment of the specification formats in Release 6 may occur at future meetings

CT4 provides answers to the two questions asked by TISPAN WG3 in their liaison:

1. Service Change Method Restrictions

Table 5.8.7/1 of 08TD084 excludes the Service Change Method of HANDOFF. It is not clear why 3GPP have made this restriction since it excludes a worker/active MGC performing a change-over to a secondary MGC. TISPAN request clarification/explanation from 3GPP for the reason for this exclusion.  

For the HANDOFF function to be used, a defined interface between MGWs would be needed.  In the 3GPP architecture that does not exist, and as such no requirement for the support of the handoff of active sessions exists. Also it would impose unnecessary signalling/processing to maintain data between MGW.  3GPP has permitted this within a given node (i.e. for internal processor redundancy) and can be completely fulfilled by internal implementation.

2. Service Change Reason Restrictions

Table 5.8.7/1 of 08TD084 excludes the Service Change Method of FAILOVER with reason MG IMPENDING FAILURE. This combination would be used during MG failover (see H248.1, section 11.4). It is not clear to TISPAN why this combination has been excluded by 3GPP. TISPAN request clarification/explanation from 3GPP for the reason for this exclusion.
3GPP does not permit one MGW to take itself out-of-service and replace itself with another MGW - it is not deemed necessary to deploy Open redundancy systems, since redundancy can be implemented within the logical node. The MGW to be used by an MGCF must be selected by the MGCF and the management of this is controlled within the overlaying network management.
