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	At CT4#27 a CR was proposed to add a new chapter to describe two options to determine the Termination service state after MGW recovery. This CR was in Tdoc C4-050598 but was not agreed. The current specification describes the service state reporting when Physical Terminations come into service in clause 10.8. As the MGW has come into service then this is the appropriate means to inform the MGC when the physical terminations are now available. Auditing of these terminations could be a hit and miss action as the MGC does not know how long to wait after the service change before sending an audit. Thus it may get the response that the state is “out of service” but then immediately after the termination comes into service and the MGW then has to signal this. Auditing after a MGW restart is pointless and generates unneccesary signalling. This CR clarfies this in the specification to ensure unneccessary signalling load after a MGW restart.
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	Clarifies the MGW to use the Termination Restoration procedure and that Auditing of Physical Termination state after MGW restart is not permitted.

Audit Value

This procedure is the same as described in the subclause "Audit Values" in ITU‑T Recommendation Q.1950 [23] (see 3GPP TS 29.205 [7]) , with the following clarifications. This transaction shall be used by the Server to determine the service state of physical terminations when the Server itself has restarted if it is subsequently unsure of the service state or when O&M proecedures indicate new physical trunks have been commissioned to a working MGW.
