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1. Overall Description:

From a CT4 perspective Mc interface is an network internal interface between an MSC-Server and a predefined number of MGW. CT4 have had the opinion that Mc interface need no special security mechanism and therefore a sentence in 29.232 which excludes IPsec if the interface is IP based. This seams to be in contradiction with the understanding of SA3 in TS33.210 which states in section 5.6.2 that the support of Zb interface is optional.
CT4 has discussed the issue if Mc-Interface can be seen as a Zb interface and decided to replace the statement which excludes the usage of IPsec on Mc interface by reference to 33.210.

2. Actions:
