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Abstract

On the Nb interface, GTT is carried either as CTM in audio, V.18 tones in TDM, or as T.140 text within a CS multimedia bearer.  CTM is only used on Nb when the peer endpoint is known by an established convention to support CTM, since there is no way to signal its use in the network.  In IMS, GTT is carried as T.140 text according to TS 26.235.  Given the simplicity and efficiency of GTT for IMS, we propose to use this as the preferred means for transport of GTT in the SIP-I network.

11.4 GTT

On the Nb interface, GTT is carried either as CTM in audio, V.18 tones in TDM, or as T.140 text within a CS multimedia bearer.  CTM is only used on Nb when the peer endpoint is known by an established convention to support CTM, since there is no way to signal its use in the network.  In IMS, GTT is carried as T.140 text according to TS 26.235.  Given the simplicity and efficiency of GTT for IMS, the mechanism defined in TS 26.235 will be the preferred means for transport of GTT in the SIP-I network.
