The contribution discusses the charge function in the Mp interface. 

2. Discussion
The SA5 has defined many protocols about the IMS charge function.  For example, the TS 32.260 “Telecommunication management; Charging management; IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) charging” defines the Rf and Ro interface to support the offline and online charge in MRFC.
All the requirement of Mp interface can be charged by the mechanism of Rf and Ro interface in MRFC, so there has not seen any obvious requirement that can impact the charge function. 
The introduction section is removed because no content is added.
3. Proposal
It is proposed to define the charge function as “no impact” and remove the introduction section in draft TS 23.333 v1.0.0.
