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1. Overall Description:

CT4 would like to thank TISPAN WG3 for their LS with their proposed solutions. CT4 has discussed the relevance of the possible solutions taking into account the nature of functionality proposed as well as Rel-7 and Rel-8 timeframes for inclusion of the possible solutions.
CT4 is of the opinion that Solution 1, namely the usage of ETSI vendor-ID and setting the feature bits by ETSI within their delta-specification would be the cleanest solution for the Release 7 timeframe (TISPAN Release 2). CT4 would like to inform TISPAN that it is preferable that 3GPP CT4 may reserve a certain range of feature bits for 3GPP use and another range for ETSI use to ensure that a future clash does not occur. This will avoid any confusion caused by overlapping feature bits in the two areas in the future.
CT4 does not believe that usage of Server Capability is a possible solution at this stage as discussions about inclusion of NASS Bundled Authentication and HTTP Digest MD5 within 3GPP will be ongoing at SA3 as part of the "IMS Oneness" initiative and CT4 cannot act until the SA3 stage 2 requirements are clear on these points.
The solution chosen naturally decouples the TISPAN changes and as such shall need no endorsement from 3GPP. Of course, we hope future changes in 3GPP will be more coupled in Rel-8 with the "IMS Oneness" initiative.
