The (G) MSC Server bridges the media between the calling party with the CAT server during Alerting phase and between the calling party with the called party during conversation phase. The alternative holds the pros and cons below:

1.
The (G)MSC server and MGW is needed to be involved into the H.245 negotiation.
2.
Both of CAT capable UE and non-CAT capable UE as the calling party UE can experience the CAT service. The H.245 negotiation for both CAT media and the conversation can be occurred on receipt of Alerting message with H.245 indication or Connect message.

3.
Less gap between the switch. The (G)MSC Server is possible to switch to bridge the media for conversation from the CAT media only after the H.245 negotiation with the called party is completed.
