In Section 5.2.1.2.5 of TS 24.303 it is specified that the STa interface is used to discover a Home Agent in HPLMN in the roaming scenario. In this case, to be in accordance to IETF DHCPv6 specification, the Home Agent address needs to be conveyed from the AAA server to the AGW. This takes place whenever a UE connects using S2c.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 29.273 v0.3.0.

5.1.1
General

The STa reference point is defined between the trusted non-3GPP IP access and the 3GPP AAA Server or between the trusted non-3GPP IP access and the 3GPP AAA Proxy. The definition of the reference point and its functionality is given in 3GPP TS 23.402 [3]. 
The STa reference point is used to authenticate and authorize the UE.

The STa reference point is also used to transport PMIPv6, MIPv4 FA-CoA mode related mobility parameters in a case the UE attaches to the EPC using the S2a reference point. 
Additionally the STa reference point may also be used to transport DSMIPv6 related mobility parameters in case the UE attaches to the EPC using the S2c reference point. In particular, in this case the STa reference point may be used for conveying the Home Agent address from the AAA server to the gateway of the trusted non-3GPP access for Home Agent discovery based on DHCPv6 (cf. TS 24.303 [13]). 
This reference point is also used to transport charging-related information and optionally information about IP Mobility Mode Selection.
