Update data procedure
The Update data procedure is used by an FE to modify user data in the UDR.

The information flow for the Update data procedure is shown in figure 5.6:
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Figure 5.6: Update data procedure

1. When an FE - during processing of its application logic - needs to update user data in the UDR it shall issue a write request message and send it over the Ud reference point to the UDR. The message shall contain:

· the type of application in the FE that issues the write request
the complete list of possible types is ffs.
· the FE identity
an identity of the FE that is unique within a PLMN and used by the UDR for access control

· the user identity
an identity of the user, e.g. IMSI, MSISDN, IMS public user identity, IMS private user identity

· the requested data
the name of the data field of which the value is to be updated
· new data value
value of the data that is to be written to the UDR
2. When receiving a write request from an FE, the UDR shall perform access control to check whether the FE/application type is allowed to write the requested data. If it is not, a negative response is returned to the FE and steps 3 and 4 are skipped.

3. When the access control check was positive, the UDR shall start the Notification Procedure which shall run in a parallel process independent from the ongoing Update Data procedure. See section 5.9.
4. The UDR shall update the requested data with the new data value.
5. The UDR shall return a response message to the FE. The FE then shall continue processing its application logic.
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
