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1. Introduction
TS 29.238 provides the stage 3 specification for the Ix profile between the IBCF & TrGW. 
2. Reason for Change
There are a couple of places where the Error Descriptor is cited as being a valid descriptor in a response. This is redundant as text is already included in clause 5.8  to state that the Error Descriptor may be returned in any response. Thus, there is redundancy in the document. This PCR removes that redundancy.
