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1. Problem identification
CT4 has agreed quite a few CRs in LA meeting and the CRs for the Seville meeting may overlap with some of them. By overlapping one would mean modifications to the same subclause. 

The overlapping becomes critical when two or more CRs modify the very same statement. Such collisions apparently cannot be resolved by rapporteur or MCC. Therefore, it is paramount that once we make a CR for Seville, we should check the modified text against the interim version of the spec.

It is proposed to add to the "Other comments" field on the CR's cover sheet necessary warning. Something like the following:

· This CR modifies subclauses x.x, y.y, etc. that are also modified also by LA CR0abc. These two CRs do not collide, however.

· This CR modifies subclauses x.x, y.y, etc. that are also modified also by LA CR0abc. These two CRs do collide and the problem shall be resolved by CT4.

The above are mere examples.

In order to resolve the problem, the following rule is proposed:

· if Seville CR collides with the LA CR, provisions of the LA CR take precedence.
The rule looks fair because it is Seville CR author's duty to carefully check the interim spec version.

It is proposed to agree on some rule and document the agreement in the meeting report.
