Traffic Policing
This procedure is identical to that of subclause 6.2.1 apart from the IMS-ALG optionally requesting the IMS-AGW to police the media stream flow rates through the IMS-AGW. The following media policing shall be supported:

Peak Bitrate: the IMS-ALG shall indicate the maximum bitrate for each media flow. The derivation of the maximum bitrate is beyond the scope of this specification. The IMS-ALG shall police each media flow and shall discard any packet that causes the expected peak flow rate for that media stream to be exceeded.
